ARTICLE XIII
 
SECTION 4:  THE FIRE MARSHAL
 
The duties of the Fire Marshal shall be deferred to the Comal County Fire Marshal.  If, at some time, Comal County does not have a Fire Marshal anymore, the Fire Chief will have the authority to appoint a Fire Marshal for the Corporation.  If Comal County Emergency Services District Number 6 (District) shall create the office of Fire Marshal under Chapter 775, Texas Health and Safety Code, then the Corporation’s Fire Marshal may be the same person, if so qualified to hold such appointment under applicable law.
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
